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        Is Coming...  
 

Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical 

perspective do not view the money Christians give to their church merely 

as a way to pay its bills. Rather, such congregations see financial 

contributions as a way to help people grow spiritually in their relationship with God by supporting their churchõs 

mission and ministry with a percentage of their incomes. 

 

Our congregationõs stewardship committee has selected the New Consecration Sunday Stewardship Program as a way 

to teach the biblical and spiritual principles of generous giving in our stewardship education emphasis this year.  

 

New Consecration Sunday is based on the biblical philosophy of the need of the giver to give for his or her own 

spiritual development, rather than on the need of the church to receive. Instead of treating people like members of a 

social club who should pay dues, we will treat people like followers of Jesus Christ who want to give unselfishly as an 

act of discipleship. New Consecration Sunday encourages people toward proportionate and systematic giving in 

response to the question, òWhat percentage of my income is God calling me to give?ó  

 

During morning worship on Consecration Sunday , January 29th , we are asking our attendees and members to make 

their financial commitments to our churchõs missionary, benevolent, and educational ministries in this community and 

around the world.              

Every attendee and member who completes an Estimate of Giving Card does so voluntarily by attending morning 

worship on Consecration Sunday. We urge people to attend who feel strongly opposed to completing a card. The 

procedure is done in such a way that no one feels personal embarrassment if he or she chooses not to fill out a card. 

 

We will do no home solicitation to ask people to complete cards. During morning worship our guest leader will 

conduct a brief period of instruction and inspiration, climaxed by members making their commitments as a 

confidential act of worship.  

 

We will encourage participation in Consecration Sunday events through the Consecration Sunday team and 

governing board members. Since we will make no follow-up visits to ask people to complete their cards, we will make 

every effort to inform, inspire, and commit everyone to attend Consecration Sunday worship. 
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The Christmas Day celebration has come and gone.  A New Year is now upon us; and how beautifully 

Christmas and a New Year entwine with one another.   

 

On Christmas we received the Good News that God has come into the world to be with us. That is the meaning 

of Emmanuel: God with us.   

 

And as a New Year begins, it is the time we traditionally make new commitments and promises, we desire for 

things to be better or different, we hope for something to be lovelier than the way it has been.    

 

As we embark upon such things, let us consider the perfect marriage of what we want this next year to be and 

spiritual truth of Emmanuel; that God is truly with us. 

 

For if we are to make new commitments and promises, if we desire for things to be better or different, or if we 

hope for something to be lovelier than the way it has been, we faithfully need to know and believe that God is 

with us, and we need to live into that reality every day of the New Year.  And not only do we need to believe 

that God will be faithful to His promise to be with us, we must also be faithful in our relationship with God.   

 

Because if we believe that God is with us, we need to demonstrate that we in fact do believe that God is with 

us.  And that involves a two-way relationship. And any good relationship requires relational tools.  A 

relationship with God requires spiritual as well as relational tools. 

 

This next Sunday I will be away, yet Pastor Lisa Worthington from South Broadway Christian Church, 

Denver, Colorado, will be in worship to discuss some of these spiritual, relational tools that will be most vital 

as we enter into a New Year.  Lisa will discuss with you the spiritual disciplines laid out by Richard Foster. 

Those spiritual disciplines being: Meditation, Prayer, Fasting, Study, Simplicity, Solitude, Submission, 

Service, Confession, Worship, Guidance, and Celebration.  When practiced and utilized, each of these tools 

has the potential to make us ever more present to the One who is already present to us: Emmanuel. 

  

This year will be a wonderful year.  For God is always present to us.  And as we learn to be more and more 

present and open to God, our lives are changed day by day.  So as we enter this New Year filled with 

opportunities and opportunities disguised as challenges, let us do so with hope.  For God is with us!  And as 

we let God faithfully guide us day by day, we will indeed have a very good New Year.

When our congregation extends a letter of call to our pastors, one of the formal covenant agreements we 
make is for a three-month sabbatical leave every five years.  In preparation for sabbatical leave for Rev.

The biblical foundations of sabbatical: 
Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six days you shall labor, and do all your work; but the seventh 
day is a Sabbath to the Lord your God; in it you shall not do any work, you, or your son, or your daughter, 
your manservant, or your maidservant, or your cattle, or the sojourner who is within your gates; for in six 
days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and rested the seventh day; therefore, 
the Lord blessed the Sabbath day and hallowed it. 
-- Exodus 20: 8-11 
 
The Lord said to Moses on Mount Sinai, ĶSay to the people of Israel, ĳWhen you come into the land which I 
give you, the land shall keep a Sabbath to the Lord. Six years you shall sow your field, and six years you shall
